Kona se za laskavého pFispéni
Etnografického oddéleni Narodniho muzea.

During the centennial commemoration of the founding of the
independent Czechoslovak Republic, one of its former countries —
Carpathian Ruthenia — tends to be omitted. The 1920s and ‘30s, when
this region formed an integral part of Czechoslovakia, marked one

of the happier periods of its history. In 1945, with a population close
to one million, Ruthenia was ceded to the Soviet Union. Bohumil
Vavrousek (1875-1939) was a teacher by profession but gained
recognition as a documentary photographer of vernacular architecture
and everyday life in Carpathian Ruthenia. This is shown in the book
Cirkevni pamatky na Podkarpatské Rusi (Religious Historic Buildings
in Carpathian Ruthenia, Praha 1929). The exhibition is devoted to the
work of an overlooked photographer, a lost country and forgotten
Czechoslovakians, many of whom gave their lives to defend our
country’s freedom. The exhibition is held in collaboration with the
Department of Ethnography of the National Museum in Prague.
