Current Challenges of European Heritage Care

Today a number of new social challenges has to
be responded by contemporary European heri-
tage care. In relation to climate changes actively
formulates principles and methodologies for
‘ecologically sustainable’ heritage care. The last
two years of the pandemic, allowing the general
public no other than virtual contact with cultural
heritage, confirmed the need for digitalisation,
while even professional communities have lost
the tool of a live discussion ‘in situ’ over profes-
sional issues of preservation and care. Until re-
cently, heritage sites faced the long-term conse-
quences of overtourism. However, as a result of
the pandemic, they found themselves without
visitors almost overnight. This sudden change
had an impact on the operating patterns of the
institutions and left long-term consequences
in many other areas, such as employment, eco-
nomic plans, and new forms of presentation. In
this context, an assessment of the current Eu-
ropean situation is more than necessary, as it
contributes to the search for acceptable forms
of visitor operations or business models and the
presentation of tangible cultural heritage.

Protection of Architecture and Art
of the Second Half of the 20th Century

The dynamic development of contemporary
society brings with it enormous pressure on the
transformation of settlements. The youngest ar-
chitecture and visual art becomes the most en-
dangered segment of the tangible cultural her-
itage. Society fails to perceive their quality and
the need for protection as an integral and equal
part of the heritage fund. The architecture of the
second half of the 20th century was significantly
influenced by the post-war division of Europe
into Western and Eastern blocs. However, de-
spite the different starting conditions in each
country, we can also trace common features and
analogous historical lines - including the prob-
lematic ones that underlie its continued un-
derappreciation and threat. Nevertheless, this
architecture forms an integral and key part of
today’s European integrity and its appropriate
care represents one of the greatest challenges
of contemporary heritage care.

It will argue that negative perception
and ‘continued underappreciation and threat’ are
not evenly distributed and can be attributed to dif-
ferent reasons.

Today, the heritage care around the world is con-
fronted with two political and ideological doc-
trines. Their pressure makes it difficult to declare
important buildings from the post-war period
as protected by law, thus condemning some to
death. The first of these doctrines is neoliberal-
ism, which seeks to sacralise private property and
promotes the unrestricted rights of owners to
dispose of their property with complete freedom,
regardless of whether such property has cultural
value or not. The second doctrine is that of neo-
conservatism, which denies any value to post-war
architecture. In some cases, the effects of both
doctrines are intricately intertwined, so that we
could speak of an alliance between them.

Integrity as an Overlooked Phenomenon
of Late Normalization Architecture

The integrity and authenticity of the author’s atti-
tude and their reflection in the architectural work
undoubtedly belong to the interwar avant-garde
or to the post-war international style or brutalism.
Organic unity is not much to be expected in an en-
vironment of general normalization shortage and
in the limited conditions of rigid socialist building
industry. Are we willing to look for it and see it in
the regular building production of the 1970s and
1980s? This paper will attempt to highlight in par-
ticular those unique buildings which, just because
of their authentic, integral authorial conception,
offered a stimulating, followable alternative and
a strong moral stance.

The building stock of the 1960s and 1970s con-
stitutes a significant part of the European build-
ing stock. Many of these ‘Boom Buildings’ were
developed for automated building processes to
alleviate the acute shortage of housing as well as
of schools and universities. It is impossible to sim-
ply abandon and demolish them, although many
have been poorly maintained and aged badly,
and large parts of the society perceive them as
too large in size or too monotonous in design. In
contrast to this popular preconception and be-
yond their value as a resource, the scientific value
of their building processes and technologies has
to be taken into account.

Approaches to the Care of Tangible Cultural
Heritage in Relation to the Preservation

of Values, Ensuring Sustainable Development
and its Presentation

Heritage cares in a united Europe has its foun-
dations in national perceptions of access to tan-
gible cultural heritage. Together they have been
trying for decades to unify the basic principles
in international documents. The Venice Charter
is seen as a fundamental common document
to which generations of heritage professionals
have referred. However, it is questionable how
conservationists, architects and owners can
in practice cope with the requirements of in-
ternational documents in the rapidly evolving
society of the 21st century, when a number of
listed buildings are seeking new uses and a wide
segment of buildings is a major tourist destina-
tion with new visitor demands. Examples based
on practice show that many buildings that have
lost their original use can be adapted to new so-
cial conditions without losing their heritage val-
ue, just as buildings that are not seeking a new
use can be restored conservatively, or a new use
can be found with minimal intervention in the
heritage character of the building.

Restoration and Revival of the Industrial Heritage Site

The brewery, whose earliest mention dates back
to 1586, was in a severely devastated state at the
beginning of the century. Since 2007, it has been
owned by the RIOFRIO architectural platform and
the brewery has been gradually restored and re-
vived as a tourist attraction in the Kokofin region.
The restoration of the brewing tradition in Lobec
was not the primary intention. The main motive
was to preserve the site. The restoration project
thus differed from most similar contemporary ex-
amples in the Czech Republic.
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
